This Agreement applies only to District classified employees included in said

representation unit.

only by the specific and express terms of this Agreement, and then only to the
extent such specific and express terms are in conformance with the law.

It is also agreed and understood that no grievance shall be filed on the basis of an
alleged violation of this Article.

Government Code Section 3500 are reserved to the District.

The review and
comment upon materials of a derogatory nature shall take place during the
normal business hours of the District Office, and at times when the unit member
can be spared from duty, as determined by the Supervisor.

The Association may use the school mailboxes and bulletin board spaces (at least

two of which shall be designated by the Superintendent or designee in places

where unit members work) and e-mail subject to the following conditions:

6.3.1 All postings for bulletin boards or items for school mailboxes must
contain the date of posting or distribution and the identification of the
organization, together with an authorization by an Association officer
that such material is an official Associationpublication;

Full-time employment within this representation unit consists of a

forty (40) hour workweek rendered in units of eight (8) hours per
day, 180 days or more per year. The workweek shall consist of up
to five (5) consecutive workdays during the period of Monday
through Friday for all unit members rendering service averaging
four (4) hours or more per day during the workweek. This
provision shall not apply to unit members who agree to work a
week of other than Monday through Friday, security
classifications, those unit members hired for a workweek of other
than Monday through Friday, the unit members temporarily
assigned [not to exceed twenty (20) work days] to a work week of
other than Monday through Friday in order to meet emergencies.
In the event of such an emergency assignment, all Saturday and
Sunday work shall be compensated at the overtime rate. Any
additional exceptions shall be negotiated upon request of the
District.

Work Day
The workday for all unit members shall be established and

regularly fixed by the District.

Extension of Work Day/Week
The District retains the right to extend the regular workday orwork

week of unit members when it deems it necessary to carry out the
District’s business.

Work In Excess of Assignment
A part-time unit member who is assigned to work a minimum of

thirty (30) minutes per day in excess of his/her regular assignment

for a period of twenty (20) consecutive work days or more shall

have the basic assignment changed to reflect the longer hours for
the purpose of fringe benefit proration.

Meal Period
A non-compensated meal period between thirty (30) and sixty (60) minutes

shall be provided all unit members who render service of at least six (6)
consecutive hours. The length of the meal period shall be determined by the
Supervisor. The Supervisor shall assign the meal period to be taken as soon
after the conclusion of four (4) hours of service as possible. The Supervisor may
modify the length of the meal period, with the agreement of the unit member, any
time during the work year with a corresponding modification in the beginning or
ending time of the work day of the unit member, in order to reflect the increased or
decreased time of the meal period. Once the unit member’s work schedule has been
set, such modification in meal period shall not happen more that once during a school
year. The meal period shall be uninterrupted except in the event of an

emergency.

Rest Period
A fifteen (15) minute compensated rest period shall be provided to unit

members for each four (4) hour period of service. This rest period shall be
taken at the direction of the Supervisor at or near the mid-point of each four
(4) hour period of service. Unit members who work at least six (6) hours but
less than eight (8) hours in a day shall be entitled to two (2) fifteen-minute

compensated rest periods, to be taken as scheduled by the Supervisor.

Overtime Compensation

7.4.1 Definition
Overtime compensation shall be provided to unit members who are
directed by their immediate Supervisor to work in excess of eight
(8) hours in any one day or in excess of forty (40) hours in any

workweek.

Unit members directed and authorized by the immediate

Supervisor, and who provide service to the District for five (5)
consecutive work days averaging four (4) hours or more per day,
shall be provided overtime compensation on the sixth (6") and
seventh (7 day following the commencement of the work week.

Unit members authorized by the District to take compensatory time

off in lieu of cash compensation for authorized overtime shall take
the compensatory time off, as approved by the District, within six
(6) calendar months following the month the overtime service was
rendered or will be paid at the end of the fiscal year, at the
discretion of the District.

Minimum Extra Assigned Hours
A unit member assigned to work by the immediate Supervisor on a

work day, after normal working hours or on a day not scheduled to

Unless otherwise noted, unit members shall be paid wages as provided in Appendix
“A”, Salary Schedule, effective the first working day of the month after this
Agreement is signed by both parties.

8.1.2 Bus Driver Stand-By Rate:
The driver's regular rate shall apply to non-driving time during

field trips.

8.1.2.1 For overnight field trips, drivers shall not be paid for
the required eight (8) hours of sleeping time.

Unit members shall advance one step
on the salary schedule of their classification, annually,
on July 1 of each school year if they were employed
by the District at least six (6) months, in the same
classification. If the employment is less than six (6)
months, than the next step advancement will happen
on the second July 1 after their first day of
employment. This also applies to promotions to a
higher classification.

8.14.2 A unit member employed in a position as a preschool
teacher shall have range placement and advancement
based on the teacher permit as issued by the California
Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CTC). Once
the higher permit is obtained, the preschool teacher
may advance to the corresponding range on the salary
schedule up to and including “preschool master
teacher”. The unit member must be employed in the
preschool site supervisor position to be placed on that
range. A unit member obtaining the preschool site
supervisor permit from CTC does not automatically
advance the unit member to that range on the

The prorated contribution
shall be based on the regularly assigned work hours per day as

compared to full time employment (Article 7.1.1). (See 8.2.6) Health
Benefit Cap for additional information.

Tax Sheltered Annuity
A part-time employee eligible to receive a prorated District

contribution for the medical insurance plan (pursuant to section
8.2.2 above) who declines all District premium contributions shall
be eligible for a District contribution of $125 per month to be
applied toward a tax sheltered annuity. The application of the
District contribution to a tax-sheltered annuity shall be consistent
with policies and regulations of the office of the Siskiyou County
Superintendent of Schools. This provision shall also be consistent
with procedures established by the health insurance carrier.

Premium Costs
It is specifically agreed and understood that premium costs for the

insurance plans are an integral part of the total compensation
package. The maximum District premium contribution for the
above stated insurance coverage shall be the established cap. Itis
agreed and understood that any premium cost for these coverages

not covered by this District premium contribution shall be borne by

the unit member, in advance through a monthly prorated payroll
deduction. The amount of premium payments by the District in
future fiscal years shall be subject to meeting and negotiating,
pursuant to Article 18., Completion of Meet and Negotiate.

It is also agreed and understood that the Board of
Directors/Trustees of the insuring agencies may modify benefits
and coverage, insurers, claims administration, eligibility
requirements and premiums for the specified medical insurance
plan without any meeting and negotiating between the parties
pursuant to the Educational Employment Relations Act.

Open Enrollment

Based on the insurance administrator’s guidelines, the district shall
annually offer an open enrollment period where unit members may

opt to make changes to their insurance elections.

Health Benefit Cap

The classified unit member insurance benefits CAP will be $8,000
for unit members averaging 30 or more hours per week prorated to
accrue monthly. Unit members averaging 20 hours up to 30 hours
per week shall be prorated.

All insurance benefit costs in excess of the Board established CAP,
shall be paid through prorated, monthly payroll deductions
beginning in the month of the increase.

The Superintendent shall forward notifications of insurance benefit
premium increases to all unit member bargaining group
representatives within 5 days of receipt at the district office.

125 Plan
Beyond the above modification in the contract, the District will

make provisions for the unit members to take part in the Internal
Revenue Code (IRC) Section 125 Plan.

A unit member on an unpaid leave of absence may participate, at

his/her own expense, coverage under the District group health
insurance plan, subject to carrier approval. Such premiums shall

be paid by the retiree directly to the carrier.

Uniforms

The District may require unit members to wear a distinctive uniform and items
of identification. As determined by the District, the purchase or lease of such
uniforms, equipment, identification badges, emblems, and cards required by
the District shall be borne by the District.

Expense Reimbursement

A member of the unit who has received the prior authorization of the District
shall be reimbursed for the cost of mileage, lodging, and meals incurred while in

the performance of duties, subject to the following conditions:

8.4.1 Mileage Reimbursement

A unit member who is authorized in advance to use his/her
personal automobile in the performance of duties, other than mileage
to and from home and the primary work site, shall be reimbursed at the
current IRS rate. To be eligible for such mileage reimbursement,
unit members must follow District approval and claim procedures.

Per diem expenses shall be reimbursed in accordance with Board

policy.

Meals will be reimbursed at the Board approved rate. Unit

10.14 Effective July 1, 2008, all unit members employed prior to Unification will

move to the vacation accrual rate, per Article 10.1.

Separation from Service
Upon separation from service, a unit member shall be entitled to lump sum

compensation for all earned and unused vacation, except that unit members who
have not completed the probationary period of District employment in regular
status shall not be entitled to such compensation.

Holiday
A holiday falling within a vacation period shall not constitute a vacation day.

Use of Leave/Carry Over
The following provisions apply to unit members assigned to work 12 months per

year:

Accrued vacation may be taken at anytime during the school year, July 1 —June
30 upon the approval of the unit member’s supervisor. If the unit member is not
permitted to take the full-accrued vacation, the amount not taken shall
accumulate for use in the next year or be paid for in cash, at the option of the
District. However, the unit member may elect to accumulate, for use in the next

year, up to five (5) days of such unused vacation.

104.1 Unit members assigned to work the regular pupil attendance year will
not be permitted to take vacation.

Vacation Pay

Compensation for unit members is determined by adding togetherthe
annual number of work days, holidays, and vacation days. The number of
paid days is then multiplied by the unit member’s hourly rate timesthe
number of hours per day. When this annual calculation is completed, the
result is divided by 11 or 12. The unit member may elect to receivean
equal paycheck for such 11 or 12 months.

10.5.1 The following provisions apply to unit members paid by a time sheet:
Unit members will be paid for vacation earned at the end of the fiscal
year.

Holiday compensation shall be paid based on time sheet
submission.

Interruption of Vacation Leave

“Immediate Family” as used in this Agreement is defined as the spouse,
registered domestic partner, child, son-in-law, daughter-in-law, sibling, mother,
father, grandmother, grandfather, or grandchild of the employee or spouse or any
relative living in the immediate house hold of the employee. Child is defined as
biological, adopted or foster child, stepchild, legal ward, or a child to whom the
unit member stands in loco parentis. This definition of a child is applicable
regardless of age or dependency status. Immediate family also includes a
biological, adoptive, or foster parent, stepparent, or legal guardian of aunit
member or a unit member’s spouse or registered domestic partner or a person
who stood in loco parentis when the unit member was a minor child.

Verification may be required.

Bereavement Leave
11.2.1 Unit members shall be entitled to a maximum of three (3) days leave

of absence without loss of salary for the death of any member of unit
member’s immediate family. If travel more than 250 miles one way is
required, a unit member shall be entitled to a maximum of two

additional days paid bereavement leave.

Jury Duty
11.3.1 A unit member is entitled to leave for the period he/she is required to

appear for trial jury duty. A unit member shall receive his/her regular
pay, less any amount received for trial jury fees, exclusive of allowed
mileage, parking, or meal expenses reimbursement.

11.3.2 Immediate notification shall be given to the immediate supervisor
upon receipt of the notice and the District absence reporting form
shall be completed by the unit member upon return to work. Proof of
service must be attached to the absence report upon return to work.

11.3.3 In the event that a unit member is excused from jury duty prior to the

last half of the unit member’s workday, he/she shall return to work.

Military Leave
11.4.1 Unit members covered by this Agreement are entitled to appropriate

military leave of absence provided by applicable law.

Sick Leave
115.1 Paid sick leave utilization shall be for absences which are necessary

and caused by illness, injury, pregnancy/childbirth, quarantine, or

otherwise allowed by law.

11.5.2 Sick leave shall be earned, for salary compensation purposes, at the
rate of one (1) day for each calendar month of continuous full-time
service, with an annual maximum of twelve (12) days for twelve (12)
month unit members. A part-time unit member shall be entitled to
sick leave on a pro-rated basis.

11.5.3 Accrual, Employed Less Than Five Days a Week
Unit members employed for less than five (5) days a week and/or less

than a full fiscal year are entitled to sick leave as follows:

11.5.21 A member of the unit employed five (5) days a week
who is employed for less than a full fiscal year is
entitled to that proportion of twelve days leave of
absence for illness or injury as the number of months
he/she is employed bears to twelve (12).

The District will, upon the request of the unit member, transfer

Accumulation

The physician’s statement shall include the anticipated beginning date

Doctor’s Release
Unit members returning to work from sick leave after surgery or

serious illness, upon the request of the District, must provide a
medical doctor’s release certifying medical permission to return to
work listing any work related restrictions, the duration of the
restrictions and the medical basis for such restrictions, priorto
returning to work. Upon being released to return to work, a unit
member may be required to have a fit for duty exam before returning

to work.

Deficit Use of Sick Leave
In cases where a regular unit member resigns or otherwise leaves the

service of the District after having used more sick leave days than
may have been earned for the current year, plus any prior year
accumulations, a deduction shall be made from the final warrant of
the salary or wages which may be due for each day of sick leave used
and not earned. If there is not enough money in the final payroll
warrant, then the unit member is required to pay the money due
within five (5) days.

Maternity Leave/Child Birth or Adoption Leave
Unit members are entitled to use sick leave for pregnancy,

miscarriage, childbirth and recovery therefrom, on the same terms and
conditions governing leaves of absence for other illness or medical
disabilities pursuant to BP/AR 4261.8 (FMLA) and CFRA guidelines.
The length of leave of absence, including the date on which the leave
commences, and the date on which the unit member shall resume

duties, shall be determined by the unit member and the physician.
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11.5.11 Differential Pay
When a unit member is absent from duties on account of illness or

accident for a period of five (5) months or less, the amount deducted
from the salary due the unit member for the month in which the
absence occurs shall not exceed the sum actually paid any substitute
employed to fill the position during the absence. Notwithstanding the
foregoing provision, in the event that no substitute is employed during

such absence, the unit member shall be paid his/her regular salary.

11.6 Catastrophic Sick Leave

Unit members who suffer a catastrophic injury/illness, which results in the
bargaining unit member using all available paid leaves, shall become eligible to
use this catastrophic sick leave plan, subject to the restrictions and conditions in
these rules:

11.6.1 Catastrophic illness or injury is that which is expected to incapacitate
the unit member or a family member for an extended period of time,
and taking time off work created a financial hardship for the unit
member because he/she has exhausted all sick leave and other paid
time off. For purposes of Catastrophic IlIness/Injury, a member of the
unit member’s family will be limited to spouse, children, mother,
father, or an individual over which the unit member has legal

guardianship.

11.6.2 The unit member who is, or whose family member is, suffering from
a catastrophic illness or injury must submit a request in writing on
forms provided for donated Catastrophic Leave. The committee must
determine that the unit member is unable to work because of the unit
member’s personal or family catastrophic illness after adequate proof
of illness has been provided in accordance with E.C. 44043.5, to

include but not be limited to a doctor’s verification of illness and
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declaration of compliance with the requirements of this leave.
Falsification of leave verification will be grounds for discipline.

11.6.3 As soon as practical, the Catastrophic Leave Committee (composed of
two (2) association members and the Superintendent) will meet and
determine whether or not the unit member’s request shall be
approved. Approval must be unanimous by Committee members. If
the request is denied, the Association President shall notify the unit
member. If the request is approved, the Catastrophic Leave Bank will
be reduced hour for hour, as needed, for each day awarded to the
requested unit member. In no event, shall the committee approve

more than forty-five (45) consecutive work days at a time

11.6.4 Donations to the Catastrophic Leave Bank may be made under the

following provisions

11.6.4.1 Any unit member may donate to the bank. The
maximum allowable to be donated is 30% of the unit

member’s annual allotment.

11.6.4.2 In order to donate to the bank, a unit member must have

in reserve at least ten (10) sick leave days.

11.6.4.3 Donations to the Catastrophic Leave Bank are

irrevocable.

11.6.4.4 In the event donations are not used, they will be retained
in the bank.

11.6.4.5 In order to receive a donation, the unit member must
have contributed to the bank.

11.6.4.6 Unit members must use the Catastrophic Leave Bank

Donation form.
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The Association agrees that it will not file, on its own behalf
or on behalf of any unit member, any grievance, claim or
lawsuit of any kind related to any attempt by a unit member to
retrieve donated sick leave used by another unit member
pursuant to this provision. The Association also agrees that it
will not file, on its own behalf or on behalf of any unit
member, any grievance, claim or lawsuit of any kind which
attempts to challenge in any way the legality or enforcement

of this provision.

11.7 Industrial Accident and Illness Leave

Unit members who have reached permanent status continuous active
District service shall be eligible for leave of absence because of
industrial accident or illness which the District’s industrial accident
insurance carrier considers a valid claim. Allowable leaves shall be
for not more than sixty (60) service days in any one fiscal year for the
same accident and shall commence the first day of absence.

Leave of absence under this provision shall not be accumulated from
year to year. When the industrial accident or illness leave overlaps
into the next fiscal year, the unit member shall be entitled to only the
amount of unused leave due his/her for the same illness or injury.
Unit members shall be paid such portion of the salary due them for
any month in which absence occurs as, when added to the temporary
disability indemnity under the California Labor Code, will result in
payment to them of not more than their full salaries.

Leave of absence applied for under this provision shall be reduced by
one (1) day for each day of authorized absence, regardless of a
temporary disability indemnity award to the unit member.

Industrial illness and accident leave is to be used in lieu of sick leave.
When entitlement to industrial illness and accident leave has been

exhausted, entitlement to sick leave shall then be used. If aunit

member is receiving a temporary disability indemnity, the unit member
shall be entitled to utilize only so much of his/her accumulated sick
leave and vacation leave which, when added to his/her temporary
disability indemnity, will result in a payment to him/her of no more
than his/her full salary.

The District may require from time to time a written statement from a
physician verifying a unit member’s absence under this leave. Upon
being released to return to work, a unit member may be required to

have a fit for duty exam before returning to work.

Personal Necessity Leave

Federal/State Family Care/Medical Leave

The Association and District recognize the following: (1) enactment of the
federal Family and Medical Leave Act (FMLA, 29 U.S. Code Sec. 2601 et seq.)

Scott Valley Unified School District — CSEA Negotiated Contract 7/1/2017 — 6/30/2020
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and the California Family Rights Act CFRA (referred to as the Family Careand
Medical Leave law — FCML, Government Code 12945.2) in the early 1990°s
provided mandatory regulation of several benefits already contained in the

Agreement between the Association and the District.

To the extent current contractual provisions provide benefits in excess of benefits
provided by the federal FMLA and the state CFRA, the contractual provisions
remain effective. To the extent current contractual provisions provide benefits
less than the minimums mandated by the FMLA and the CFRA, the federal and
state laws shall prevail. In combination, the contract, FMLA and CFRA laws

provide at least the following:

11.10.1 Definitions

11.10.1.1  “Parent” means a biological or adoptive parent, a stepparent, a
legal guardian, or other person who stood in loco parentis to the unit
member when the unit member was a child.

11.10.1.2  “Child” means a biological, adopted, or foster child, a
stepchild, a legal ward, or a child of a unit member standing in loco
parentis who is either under 18 years of age or is an adult dependent
child who is incapable of self-care because of mental or physical
disability.

11.10.1.3  “Serious health condition” means illness, injury, impairment,
or physical or mental condition of the unit member of a child, parent
or spouse of the unit member that involves either (1) inpatient care in
a hospital, hospice, or residential health care facility; or (2)
continuing treatment or supervision by a health-care provider, or (3)
other circumstances beyond the control of the unit member (i.e.: acts

of God, fire, flood, earthquake, etc.).
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11.10.1.4  If both parents of a child who are entitled to Family Care

Leave, and both parents are unit members of the District, the District
shall not be required to grant leave in connection with the birth,
adoption, or foster care of a child that would allow the parents
Family Care Leave in excess of a combined total of twelve (12)

work weeks.

11.10.1.5  Seniority Protection: Family Care Leave does not constitute a

break in service for seniority or the District unit member benefit

plan.

11.10.1.6  Family Care Leave is an unpaid leave of absence. A unit

member is required to use appropriate paid leave set forth in this
Agreement. When paid leave is exhausted, the balance of the
Family Care leave, if any, is unpaid. Any paid or unpaid leave
entitled to be taken and taken for a reason that would also entitle the
unit member to federal and state Family Care leave shall be
designated also as federal/state Family Care Leave shall run
concurrent with the unit member’s federal/state Family Care Leave

entitlement.

11.10.2Eliqibility for Leave Under FMLA/CFRA and Catastrophic Leave

Unit members are eligible for leave under FMLA/CFRA and

Catastrophic Leave upon completion of the probationary period.

11.10.3Health insurance coverage shall be maintained by the District for the
duration of the leave not to exceed twelve (12) work weeks in a twelve
(12) month period.

11.10.4Notification of Family Care and Medical Leave

This notification is provided to unit members. This Section is not
subject to the article entitled “Grievance.” This information is
provided for notification purposes only. Unit members may be

eligible for unpaid leave under the Family Medical Leave Act and/or

the California Family Rights Act. Unit members are requested to
consult with an Association representative or the District
administration for further particulars on this topic.

11.10.5 Upon return from Family Care Leave, a unit member is entitled to return to
the same position or classification. If the position is no longer available,
unit member shall be entitled to an equivalent position with equivalent
benefits, pay, and other terms and conditions of employment. The
determination of whether a position is equivalent shall be based on
established District policies and the Agreement.

Fit for Duty

The District retains the right to require a unit member to participate and
cooperate in a fit for work evaluation at any time conducted by a medical doctor
or other medical care professional selected by the District. The cost of such

examination shall be paid by the District.

Other Leave Without Pay

11.12.1  Unpaid leave may be approved at the discretion of the Board of
Trustees for reasons not specified under other leave provisions of this
Agreement.

11.12.2  Advance approval is required. Requests are to be made on
appropriate District form and submitted to the District Office.

11.12.3  One full day’s pay shall be deducted from the unit member’s salary
and benefits for each day of leave taken.

Requests for leaves of absence for the following school year shall
normally be submitted to the District Office prior to April 1.

The District shall notify any unit member who is on a paid leave of the
expiration of their paid leave, at least five (5) workdays in advance of
their last paid leave day, by certified letter or by personal delivery, in
order for the unit member to apply for an unpaid leave. The five (5)
workdays will commence on the date of delivery of the notice. This
applies only to paid leaves authorized in Article 11 of thiscontract.
Seniority will be reduced for all unpaid leave in excess of 90

Notification

Notice of vacancy shall be posted in the District Office and on bulletin boards at
each job site. The notice shall remain posted until the deadline for filing an
application for a transfer or for a promotion has passed, but in no event for less
than seven (7) calendar days. A copy of this notice shall be provided to the unit
President on or before the date it is posted. The notice shall include the job title, a
brief description of the position and duties, training and experience requirements,
job location, number of hours/day, number of days/year, the salary range, and the
deadline for applying.

Unit Member Requested Transfer
Unit members may request transfers when vacancies are posted. These requests

must be in writing on the appropriate form for consideration for such vacancy.

A “grievance” is an allegation by the grievant and/or the Association

that he/she has been adversely affected by a misinterpretation,
misapplication or a violation of the specific provisions of this
Agreement. Matters for which a specific method of review is
provided by law or by the rules and regulations of the District are not

within the scope of this procedure.

Grievant
A “grievant” is a unit member covered by the terms of this

Agreement.

Day
A “day” is any day in which the central administrative office is open

for business.

Immediate Supervisor
The “immediate supervisor” is the lowest level administrator having

immediate jurisdiction over the grievant who has been designated by

the District to adjust grievances.

Representation

A grievant may at any time present grievances to his/her employer,
and have such grievances adjusted through Level I11 without the
intervention of CSEA, as long as the adjustment is not inconsistent

with the terms of this Agreement.

Any matters or disputes concerning Article 19: Discipline Procedures,
shall not be subject to this grievance procedure. Any appeals of
disciplinary matters shall be undertaken pursuant to the appeal
process specified in Article 19.

Informal Level
Within twenty (20) days after the occurrence of the act or omission giving rise to

the grievance, the grievant shall attempt to resolve it by an informal conference

with his/her immediate supervisor.

Formal Level

13.3.1 Level I:
Within ten (10) days after informal conference, if the grievant is not

satisfied with the disposition of the informal conference, he/she must
present the grievance in writing on the appropriate form to his/her
immediate supervisor. This statement shall indicate the contract
provision alleged to have been violated, the circumstances involved,
the decision rendered at the informal conference, and the specific
remedy sought.

The supervisor shall communicate his/her decision to the unit member
in writing within ten (10) days after receiving the grievance. If the
supervisor does not respond within the time limits, the grievant may
appeal to the next level. Within the above time limits, either party

may request a personal conference.

13.3.2 Level II:
If the grievant is not satisfied with the decision at Level I, he/she may

within ten (10) days, appeal the decision on the District form to the

Superintendent or designee.

13.3.2.1 This statement shall include a copy of the original
grievance and appeal, the decisions rendered and a
statement of the reasons and basis for the appeal,
including why the decision at the previous level is not
acceptable.

13.3.2.2 The Superintendent or designee shall communicate
his/her decision to the grievant within ten (10) days. If

the Superintendent or designee does not respond within

the time limits provided, the grievant may appeal to the
next level.

In the event that the Superintendent is the immediate
supervisor who processed the grievance at Level I, this

level shall be bypassed.

In the event that the grievant is not satisfied with the
decision at Level II, they, within five (5) days, may
request in writing that the Association submit the matter
to mediation. Within five (5) days of the request of the
grievant, the Association may notify the Superintendent
in writing of a request for the services of a State
mediator. The district shall then contact the California
State Mediation and Conciliation Service within ten (10)
days and request that a mediator be provided.

Mediation
At the onset of mediation sessions, the mediator shall be
presented with positions of both parties and shall attempt

to mediate the disagreement.

Mutual Agreement

The parties shall attempt to reach agreement through
mediation within fifteen (15) days. If mutual agreement
by the parties is reached, that agreement shall be reduced
to writing and signed as final and binding.

Each party shall alternately strike a name until
only one name remains. The order of striking shall be
determined by lot.

13.3.3.2 In each dispute, the arbitrator shall, as soon as possible,
hear evidence and render a decision on the issue(s)
submitted. If the parties cannot agree upon a submission
agreement, the arbitrator shall determine the issue(s) by
discussion with the parties and by referring to the written
grievance and the answers thereto at each step. If any
question arises regarding the arbitratability grievance, the
arbitrator shall make a determination on this issue prior
to hearing the merits of grievance unless the arbitrator
determines otherwise.

Unauthorized use of narcotics; controlled substances, or habit forming
drugs; use of any medication or other substance as to cause detrimental
effect on the classified unit member’s ability to perform the duties and
responsibilities of his/her position.

Conviction of any crime involving moral turpitude.

Conviction of a felony.

Conviction or arrest for any sex offense as defined in the Education Code,
or conviction of a misdemeanor which is of such a nature as to adversely
affect the classified unit member’s ability to perform the duties and
responsibilities of his/her position. A plea of guilty, or a conviction
following a plea of nolo contendere, is deemed to be a conviction within
the meaning of this section.

Except in cases of emergency where the unit member must be removed
from the premises immediately, at least five (5) calendar days prior to
the effective date of any recommendation of personnel action
involving suspension with or without pay for more than five (5) days,
demotion, reduction in pay step or class, or dismissal, the
Superintendent or designee shall give the unit member written notice
of the proposed recommendation of the personnel action, including
the causes and reasons for the proposed action, a copy of the materials
upon which the proposed action is based, and the right to respond
either orally or in writing to the initiating party prior to the issuance of
the final recommendation. Any response made by the unit member
shall be considered by the initiating party prior to issuing any
recommendation or order. In the event of emergency circumstances
that requires removal of the unit member from the work sites
immediately, such notice and right to respond shall be provided to the
unit member at the earliest reasonable time after his/her removal from
the premises. In any case where the recommended personnel action is
a suspension with or without pay for five (5) workdays or less, the
superintendent or designee may order the suspension into effect
immediately on an interim basis, but shall either during the
suspension or within five (5) workdays thereafter give the unit member
written notice of the action including the causes and reasons therefore,
a copy of the charges and any materials upon which the action is
based, and a right to respond either orally or in writing to the person

who ordered the suspension into effect.

A request for hearing may be mailed to the office of the superintendent
but must be received or postmarked no later than the time limit stated
herein. If the unit member against whom a recommendation of
personnel action has been filed fails to file a request for hearing within
the time specified in these rules, the unit member shall be deemed to
have waived his/her right to a hearing, and if the person making the
recommendation has not already ordered the personnel action into
effect on an interim basis, the person making the recommendation
may order the recommended personnel action into effect immediately.
A copy of such order shall be served upon the unit member by certified
mail, return receipt requested, and a copy shall be delivered to the
Board of Trustees for approval or ratification by the Board.

At any time before a unit member’s request for hearing is finally
submitted to the Board of Trustees for decision, the person making
the recommendation may, with the consent of the Board, serve on the
unit member and file with the Board an amended or supplemental
recommendation of personnel action. If the amended or supplemental
recommendation presents new causes or allegations, the unit member
shall be afforded a reasonable opportunity to prepare the defense
thereto. Any new causes or allegations shall be deemed controverted
and any objections to amended or supplemental causes or allegations

may be made orally at the hearing and shall be noted in the record.

19.7.4 Hearing on the Request
The Board shall conduct a hearing on the request at the earliest

convenient date, taking into consideration the established schedule of
the Board of Trustees and the availability of counsel and witness. The
Board shall issue a written decision on the matter within twenty (20)
calendar days after the conclusion of the hearing.

20.2.1 In the event of such layoff, the order of layoff withinthe
classification shall be determined by length of service. The unit

Association with a copy of the seniority list.

Options of Unit Members Notified of Layoff

The District shall notify a unit member whose position has been eliminated that
he/she must elect one of the following within five (5) working days of receipt of
notice. Except for options (g) and (h), the following options are listed in priority
order, and the unit member must select the first applicable option. The unit
member has the right to select options (g) and (h), regardless of the availability of

other options listed.

20.4 Notice of Layoff

school year shall be given written notice on or before April29

20.4.2 However, if the termination date of any specially funded program is
other than June 30, such notice shall be given not less than forty-five
(45) days prior to the effective date of their layoff.

20.4.3 When, as a result of a bonafide reduction or elimination of the service
being performed by any department, unit members shall be subject to
layoff for lack of work. Affected unit members shall be given notice
of layoff not less than forty five (45) days prior to the effective date of
layoff and informed of their displacement rights, if any, and re-
employment rights.

20.4.4 Nothing herein provided shall preclude a layoff for lack of funds in
the event of an actual and existing financial inability to pay salaries of
unit members, nor layoff for lack of work resulting from causes not
foreseeable or preventable by the Governing Board, without the
notice required by aforementioned subsections.

Re-employment

20.5.1 Re-employment shall be in the reverse order of layoff. Unit members
who are laid off are eligible for re-employment, in their former
classification for a period of thirty-nine (39) months. Such unit
members shall have the right to apply for positions, in different
classifications, within the District during the period of the thirty-nine
(39) months. Before offering re-employment, the District may
reorganize, restructure, and reassign unit members within their
classifications. Not withstanding the above, it is agreed and

service performed by a particular position within a classification. The
District shall not use volunteers or contracted services to fill the void,
on a continuous basis during layoff.

Unit members who take voluntary demotions or voluntary reductions
in assigned time in lieu of layoff shall be granted the right to return to
the classification/hours held prior to layoffs for a period of sixty-three
(63) months, provided the same tests of fitness under which they

qualified for the appointment shall still apply.

Whenever a layoff occurs, pursuant to Article 20 of this contract,
subsequent vacancies within a classification affected by the layoff
shall be filled first by selection from the currently active unitmembers
within the classification, then from the reemployment list for the
classification, and then from currently active unit members outside the

classification, then from outside sources.

When a unit member is placed on the thirty-nine (39) months rehire
list, due to an industrial accident or injury, the unit member will be
rehired in accordance with Education Code 45192(B).

Refusal of two (2) offers of re-employment to the classification from
which laid off shall cause removal from the list and the loss of any re-
employment rights. However, declining an offer of re-employment of
fewer hours of employment held at time of layoff shall not constitute
a refusal of employment.

Offers of re-employment shall be either personally served or made via
U.S. first class mail addressed to the last known address and shall
include the specific vacancy and hours being offered, the rate of pay,
